
Gujarat Institute of Development Research invites applications for the recruitment of the 
posts of Research Associate, Research Assistant and Field Investigators for a project titled 
Tribals, Forest Rights and Heritage Conservation: A Study of Western Ghats in Karnataka. The 
project is sponsored by Indian Council of Social Science Research (ICSSR) (Ministry of Human 
Resource Development), New Delhi. 
 
The positions are purely temporary and available only for a research period sanctioned for 
the project.

3. Field Investigator Post Graduate in any social science discipline with 
minimum of 55 % marks.

The candidate would be eligible for travel and daily allowances as per the rules of the 
Institute, when traveling outside Gandhinagar and Ahmedabad.    

 
Candidates should be able to read and write Hindi and English. The candidates applying for 
field investigator’s position having proficiency in speaking Kannada would receive preference 
since the field study is located in Karnataka. Interested candidates may apply through email 
by enclosing their C.V. with details of qualifications, experience along with the names of two 
referees. The selected candidates other than field investigators would be based in 
Ahmedabad. However, they should be willing to travel to the locations of study in Karnataka 
when required.
